Symptoms

Staff, child or parent

Whole family to self isolate for two 
weeks. 

Symptomatic person to be tested.

Positive test result parent 

child to isolate with family for two weeks 
from  positive test result.  

Seek permission to inform parents of the 
class  (omitting confidential info).

Rest of class should attend as normal.

If the child develops symptoms they 
should be tested. 

Positive test result child/ staff

will advise on next steps

Negative test result for child/ 
staff/ parent

return to school 

Test and Trace

Follow instructions from T and T about 
who needs to self isolate within the 

family. 

Seek permission to inform parents of the 
class  (omitting confidential info).

All other children to attend school 

If anyone instructed to self isolate 
develops symptoms during self isolation 

the whole family need to self isolate.

Person with symptoms to get  tested and 
inform the school of results. 

Seek permission to inform parents of the 
class  (omitting confidential info).

Rest of class should attend as normal 

Positive test result parent 

child to isolate with family for two weeks 
from  positive test result. 

Seek permission to inform parents of the 
class  (omitting confidential info).

Rest of class should attend as normal If 
the child develops symptoms they should 

be tested.  

Negative test result for child/ 
staff/ parent

return to school once directed 
isolation is completed. 

Positive test result child/ staff

will advise on next steps 

Anyone directed to self isolate by Test and 
Trace must complete the self isolation, 

even if they test negative.

Symptoms 
The main symptoms of coronavirus (COVID-19) are: 
a high temperature – this means you feel hot to touch on your chest or 
back (you do not need to measure your temperature) 
a new, continuous cough – this means coughing a lot for more than 
an hour, or 3 or more coughing episodes in 24 hours (if you usually 
have a cough, it may be worse than usual) 
a loss or change to your sense of smell or taste – this means you've 
noticed you cannot smell or taste anything, or things smell or taste 
different to normal
